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ORDINANCE NO. 38-23 

 
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO 
ADVERTISE FOR COMPETITIVE BIDS AND TO AWARD A 
CONTRACT TO THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER FOR THE 
PURCHASE OF SELF-CONTAINED BREATHING 
APPARATUS (SCBA) FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT, AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.   

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MEDINA, OHIO: 

 
SEC. 1: That the Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to advertise for competitive bids 

and to award a contract to the successful bidder for the purchase of Self-Contained 
Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) for the Fire Department, in accordance with plans and 
specifications on file in the office of the Mayor. 

 
SEC. 2: That the estimated cost of the purchase, in the estimated amount of $450,000.00, is 

available utilizing ARPA funds in Account No. 171-0110-54413.      
 
SEC. 3: That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and 

relating to the passage of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this 
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that 
resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance 
with the law.   

 
SEC. 4: That this Ordinance shall be considered an emergency measure necessary for the 

immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety, and for the further 
reason current SCBA’s no longer meet the current safety requirements of NFPA; 
wherefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its 
passage and signature by the Mayor.
