James Shields, Mayor, reminded residents that February 16%, 2026, is Presidents Day and city

hall will be closed. Trash pick-up remains on schedule.

Mayor Shields shared an email from an elderly woman that was grateful for the help she received
from the sanitation department workers who helped her to safety after she had fallen taking her
trash cans to the curb. Police were notified and visited her making sure she was not injured.

The crew later shoveled her entire driveway and front and back stoop. Sanitation will pick up her
trash from her front stoop from now on!

Keith Dirham, Finance Director, stated there are a couple of things that originated with Finance
on the agenda and he will address those when we get there.

Greg Huber, Law Department, had no report.
Kimberly Marshall, Economic Development Director, had no report.

Chief Kinney, Police Department, Chief Kinney updated everyone on the municipal hunting
program. The season ended on February 1%, 2026, and there were 114 deer harvested through the
program, that is up 18 from last year.

Nino Piccoli, Service Director, Nino expressed his appreciation of the Mayor’s comments about
the Sanitation workers. Nino stated the Water Department has been working day and night in the
cold weather, fixing water breaks for the last three weeks and is looking forward to the weather
warming up. Nino has a crew coming in tonight at midnight from sanitation, street and parks
departments to clean up the square, removing snow in preparation for the Ice Festival.

Patrick Patton, City Engineer, Patrick stated the Blake Ave. Reconstruction Project has
commenced and residents have been notified.

Chief Walters, Fire Department, Chief stated this morning just before 5 a.m., the Fire
Department was dispatched for a commercial structure fire on West Smith Rd.

Crews arrived to find heavy fire and smoke at the rear of the building. They worked for over 2 1/2
hours to bring the fire under control. They had one Medina firefighter that suffered minor burn
injuries and was transported to Medina Hospital by LST and he is at home recovering tonight with
no restrictions. Chief thanked his mutual aid partners from Lafayette Township, Erhardt, Seville
Guildford and Brunswick along with Medina PD.

ORDINANCE NO. 31-26

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 161.13, 161.13
(C)(1), 161.13 (C)(5), AND 161.13 (C)(6) OF THE CODIFIED
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MEDINA, OHIO
RELATIVE TO ALLOCATION OF INCOME TAX FUNDS.

WHEREAS: That Section 161.13 of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
presently reads as follows pertaining to Allocation of Funds:

161.13 ALLOCATION OF FUNDS.
The funds collected under the provisions of this chapter shall be distributed as
follows beginning January 1, 2025:

WHEREAS: That Section 161.13 (C)(1) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
presently reads as follows:

(1) Forty percent (40%) of the net available income tax receipts received
annually shall be used to defray operating and capital expenses of the Police
Department of the City.

WHEREAS: That Section 161.13 (C)(5) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
presently reads as follows:

(5) Thirty percent (30%) of the net available income tax receipts received
annually shall be used to defray operating and capital expenses of the General Fund of
the City.

WHEREAS: That Section 161.13 (C) (6) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
presently reads as follows:

(6) Five percent (5%) of the net available income tax receipts received
annually shall be used to defray general purpose capital expenses.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MEDINA, OHIO:

SEC. 1: That Section 161.13 of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio shall be
amended to read as follows pertaining to Allocation of Funds:

161.13 ALLOCATION OF FUNDS.
The funds collected under the provisions of this chapter shall be distributed as

follows beginning Feruary4-2625 March 1, 2026:

SEC. 2: That Section 161.13 (C)(1) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
shall be amended to read as follows:

Ord. 31-26



(1) Forty-perecent-(40%) Thirty-eight percent (38%) of the net available income tax
receipts received annually shall be used to defray operating and capital expenses of the
Police Department of the City.

SEC. 3: That Section 161.13 (C) (5) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
shall be amended to read as follows:

(5) Lhirty-percent-(36%;) Thirty-one percent (31%) of the net available
income tax receipts received annually shall be used to defray operating and capital
expenses of the General Fund of the City.

SEC. 4: That Section 161.13 (C) (6) of the codified ordinances of the City of Medina, Ohio
shall be amended to read as follows:

(6) Fivepereent(5%) Six percent (6%) of the net available income tax
receipts received annually shall be used to defray general purpose capital expenses.

SEC. 5: That the effective date of this Ordinance shall be March 1, 2026.

SEC. 6: That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and
relating to the passage of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance

with the law.
