SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

On 1/6/26, Medina City Council approved the tentative labor agreements between the City
and two bargaining units - patrol officers and dispatch.
The third-year wages were increased by 3% for both labor groups with a 1% pension pick up.
The City was later informed that Dispatchers’ pension max is 10%. This then changed the 3rd year
wages to 4% for dispatchers since the pension pick up was not an option.
Once the patrol group was made aware of this change for dispatchers, they have now requested
through their union attorney a change to 4% in year three wages with no pension pick up. If the
council agrees, then these two labor agreements need to be approved again.
Most recently, the Police Sergeants bargaining unit settled their contract with 4% wage increases
for each year of the three-year agreement.
This would then align all three police labor groups (Patrol, Dispatch and Sergeants) with a 4%
wage increase in year three and no pension pick up in any of the three-year agreements.

It is recommended we repeal Ordinances1-26 and 2-26 to accurately reflect that the third year of
the patrol and dispatch contracts do not have any pension pick up. Council will then approve the
patrol and dispatch contracts again while approving for the first time the three-year agreement with
the Police Sergeants.

We would like to request that council approve all three collective bargaining agreements with the
emergency clause to assist Finance in getting these payroll changes processed as soon as
possible.

1. Wages — Wage Increases
- Effective 1/1/2026 4.0%

- Effective 1/1/2027 4.0%

- Effective 1/1/2028 4.0%

- Detective Pay (PATROL)

Institute annual payment of $1500 (or pro-rated where applicable) for officers
assigned as Detectives.

- TAC Officer (DISPATCH)

Provide $500 annual payment for Dispatcher designated as TAC Officer and $250
annual payment for Assistant TAC Officer (or pro-rated amounts).

- Training Officers (PATROL/DISPATCH)

Patrol Officers and Dispatchers assigned to train and evaluate probationary employees
shall receive a 10% premium for all hours so assigned.

2. Insurance — Article 25 (PATROL/SERGEANTS/DISPATCH)

- Update language to reflect current premium contributions of 15% (wellness) and
20% (non-wellness).

- Update dates of current language addressing premium-contribution inflator of 1%
for 2028 if City’s costs increase by 1% or more.



- Add language to allow City to institute employee-optional HSA plan.
3. OIC Pay and Court Time — Article 16

- § 2 — Increase premium of Patrol Officers filling in for Sergeant from 5% to 10% of
pay for all hours so assigned.

- § 5 —Modify as follows: (PATROL/SERGEANTS)

Every employee called back after normal daily working hours or on a regular day off,
including holidays, for a court appearance shall be paid a minimum of three (3) hours
at a rate of one and one-half (1%2) times the regular rate of pay, provided the employee
is not notified by 7:00 P.M. the business day before the court appearance that the
court appearance has been cancelled. If the employee is called back to work for more
than one (1) court appearance in the same day, he shall be paid a minimum of three
(3) hours for the first appearance and the actual time worked for the second
appearance, unless there is three (3) hours or more between the beginning of the first
appearance and the beginning of the second appearance, in which case the employee
shall be paid a minimum of three (3) hours for each appearance.

4. Vacation — Article 18 (PATROL)

NEW SECTION - The City has the discretion to provide new hires, with five or more
years of full-time police experience with another police department, credit for that
time for the purposes of placement on the accrual table of Section 1 above. For the
first year of employment, the City may grant the use of this vacation amount for the
first year of employment. A newly hired officer who separates in the first year of
having utilized any of this vacation shall reimburse the City of the value thereof.

5. Sick Leave/Funeral Leave — Article 19 (PATROL/DISPATCH)
* § 1 — Add ability to use sick leave for birth or adoption of a child of up to 120 hours.

- § 3 — Allow for employee option to receive cash or compensatory time for current
attendance bonus. (Currently comp-time only).

- § 4 — Add language such that utilizing sick leave for funeral leave does not serve as
penalty for attendance bonus or holiday pay.

- § 5~ With two weeks’ notice to the employer, an employee may elect, at the time of
retirement from active service under the Ohio Police and Retirement Pension Fund



and with ten (10) or more years of service with the City, to be paid in cash for 37.5%
of the value of his accrued but unused sick leave credit. Such payment shall be based

on the employee’s rate of pay at the time of retirement. Payment for sick leave on this
basis shall be considered to eliminate all sick leave credit accrued by the employee at
the time. Such payment shall be made only once to any employee. The maximum
payment which may be made under this section shall be four hundred and fifty (450)
hours.

6. New Article — Gun Purchase (PATROL/SERGEANTS)

Allow for retiring employee to purchase their service weapon at its fair market value.
7. Part-Time MOU (PATROL)

Update MOU allowing for City to hire part-time officers.

8. Duration — (PATROL/SERGEANTS/DISPATCH)

Three-year (3) Agreement.

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

In 2014, the City of Medina entered into an agreement with Peaceworks, a nonprofit organization that
partners with local Medina businesses to offer gainful employment for individuals with developmental
disabilities, to lease the city owned building at 406 S. Broadway St. (Ord. 76-14). The lease was extended
in 2021 for an additional 5 years, which will expire on May 27, 2026 (Ord. 66-21). The lease:

* Authorized Peaceworks, operating as Spoke's Café, to utilize the building for coffee sales, bike

rentals, and similar retail functions staffed by individuals with developmental disabilities.
* Included no rent payment, but required Peaceworks to pay utilities and maintain the building.
¢ Stated that the building must be used by Peaceworks, as authorized.

Peaceworks’ second location at Austin Badger Park (5741 River Styx Rd.) has been successful at attracting
customers and accomplishing the organization’s mission. However, the S. Broadway St. location has
unfortunately not been as successful at drawing customers. Speaking with representatives from the
organization, they are amenable to ending the current lease and submitting a new proposal for use of the
site.

As there has been interest from other parties regarding use of the site, this request is to issue a Request for
Proposals (RFP) to lease the building. A draft RFP has been included, which includes required submittal
information and the need for proposals to provide a community benefit.

A. PURPOSE OF REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS (RFP)

The City of Medina (hereinafter referred to as the “City”) is the owner of a property located at 406 South
Broadway Street, Medina, OH 44256 (Parcel Number 028-19D-01-117). This RFP seeks proposals from
interested parties for the lease of the City owned building on the property. Proposals will be considered
from both non-profit organizations and commercial businesses interested in tenancy of the building.

B. BUILDING AND PROPERTY DESCRIPTION
The site is located on the east side of South
Broadway Street, south of the railroad tracks,
in the City’s South Town District, as shown in
the adjacent Location Map.

The lease area will include the building and, if
needed for the proposed use, the attached deck
and adjacent patio area. Per Medina County
Auditor records, the building has a first floor of
1,000 sq. ft., a second floor of 374 sq. ft., and a
basement of 818 sq. ft. In addition, the rear of
the building includes a 336 sq. ft. deck and a
576 sq. ft. patio.

The City will not authorize demolition of the existing
structure, however tenant improvements may be
permitted.

The property also includes:

* 11 parking spaces to the east of the building,
which are available to the general public.

* The beginning point of The Helios Project, an
educational program that takes visitors on a scaled journey along the multi-use path from the Sun,
through the solar system, and beyond.

C. CITY GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Based on the criteria set forth in this RFP, City staff will identify the top-ranked proposals and present them
to City Council for consideration.

a. Anarrative of the proposed project plan for the lease area, including the type(s) of use(s).

b. Concept floor plan, images, photographs, and/or maps to help convey the vision for the lease
area and proposed business program.

c. Adescription of any proposed tenant improvement mvestments, including a preliminary
estimate of any anticipated costs.

Community Benefits — A description of any community benefits provided by the proposed use and

how these benefits may be sustained over time by the proposer.

Project Schedule — A preliminary project timeline upon lease, setting forth anticipated dates to

conduct any necessary tenant improvements and open for occupancy.

Proposed Lease Terms — The proposed lease terms including monthly rent and term of the lease.

Monthly rent and lease terms included in the RFP are in no way binding to the City and both will be

open to negotiation.

*The City is seeking no more than a five (5) year initial lease term.

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

A Zoning Map Amendment request was recently submitted by Kayleigh Keller to change the
zoning of properties on the northeast side of West Liberty Street, northwest of Yorktown Drive,
from C-1 (Local Commercial) to C-3 (General Commercial). The request was not approved by City
Council’s Finance Committee and the Committee directed staff to amend the Conditionally
Permitted Uses allowable in the C-1 zoning district to facilitate the project.

Staff has drafted amendments to Section 1133.04 of the Codified Ordinances to allow the following
Conditionally Permitted Uses in the C-1 zoning district: (1) Conference Center, Banquet Facility, or
Meeting Hall less than or equal to 5,000 square feet in Size, (2) Restaurant with Drive-In or Drive-
Through, and (3) Retail Business less than or equal to 20,000 square feet in Size. These
amendments would facilitate the proposed project and make the three Conditionally Permitted
Uses available to all properties zoned C-1. Further information has been included in the attached
submitted documents and Staff Report.

The Planning Commission reviewed the request at its regular meeting on February 12, 2026, and
unanimously recommended approval (5-0).

The review of the Zoning Text Amendment follows Sections 1107.06 and 1107.07 of the Codified
Ordinances, which require a public hearing prior to City Council’s s decision.

Zoning Code Text Amendment

BACKGROUND
Recently, Zoning Map Amendment application P25-22 was submitted to change the zoning of properties on
West Liberty Street, northwest of Yorktown Drive, from C-1 (Local Commercial) to C-3 (General Commercial).

On December 11, 2025, the Planning Commission reviewed the application and recommended approval to City
Council.

City Council’s Finance Committee reviewed the request at their January 12, 2026 and m 26, 2006
meetings. Due to concerns with rezoning the properties to C-3, the request was not approved and City Council
directed staff to draft a text amendment to the C-1 District Conditionally Permitted Use table to accommodate
the proposed uses.

PROPOSED ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT
The attached amendments add the below uses as Conditionally Permitted Uses in the C-1 zoning district.
Conditionally Permitted Uses require a public hearing and approval by the Planning Commission to be

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

In 2012, the City of Medina purchased the property at 410 E. Smith Rd. from Jaeger Family LLC and
Lehman Family LLC for $95,000 plus a land donation valued at $70,000 (Ord. 120-12). Since that time, the
land has been used for city storage and has experienced a fire, resulting in the loss of structures.

Preliminary proposals have been made to the city for residential development of the site by Habitat for
Humanity and the Medina Metropolitan Housing Authority. However, residential development has proved
unattainable due to site challenges, including the Champion Creek's bisection of the property, adjacent
railroad tracks, an adjacent power substation, and difficulty connecting to public utilities.

Due to interest in purchasing the site for non-residential use, this request is to publicly bid the property. A
draft bid package is attached that was modeled after Medina County’s recent bid package for the
Professional Building at 120/124 West Washington Street, which resulted in multiple bids and a successful
sale. A minimum bid amount of a recent appraised value of $355,000 is indicated in the bid package, which
was noted at a previous Finance Committee meeting.

Executive Summary

The former James Lumber property (Parcel Number 28-19D-02-114) consists of
approximately 5.4 acres (the "Property”) and is located along East Smith Road in
Medina, Ohio. The Property is currently owned by the Lehman and Jaeger families.
The original property consisted of approximately 7.59 acres, and also included Parcel
Number 28-19D-02-013 but that parcel was sold to Habitat for Humanity in May 2011
and was renumbered to 28-19D-02-113. Parcel 28-19D-02-114 was renumbered to
include both 28-19D-02-014 and 28-19D-02-015. The Property currently includes 8
structures (Structures 7 through 10 and Structures 12 through 15). The Property
historically contained two additional structures (Structures 11 and 6); however, one
was destroyed in a fire and another was demolished due to its poor condition. The
Property was originally developed as a creamery operation in the 1890s and then
became a lumber company in the 1910s. Lumber company activities ceased in 2008.
The Property was used for storage of lumber and is a hardware/sales building located
on the property currently owned by Habitat for Humanity.

A walkover of the site was conducted on July 5, 2012 by Ms. Andrea Golli and Mr. Eric
Showalter. Mr. Showalter is an Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA)
Voluntary Action Program (VAP) Certified Professional (CP) #278. The only
hindrances to observations during the site walkover included dense vegetation as well
as portions of Champions Creek that obscured viewing of areas in the eastern portion
of the site, and wood flooring that prevented full observation of a crawl space located
beneath Structure 12. Site inspections were also limited by asphalt, concrete,
buildings, and vegetation that prevented direct observation of underlying soil. There
were no other significant limitations for this Phase | Property Assessment.

Based on the site walkover, an interview with Mr. Roy Lehman (co-owner and former
employee at the site), and a review of government databases, the following
Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) were identified at the site:

» An area of oil staining located in the southwest portion of Structure § near a
railroad spur that entered the building;

This Phase Il Property Assessment (PA) Report has been prepared on behalf of the
Greater Medina Area Codlition (Codlition) for the Former Bennett Lumber Company

Property (Property) under the Codilition's U.S. EPA Hazardous Substances and Petroleum
Assessment Grant.

The Property is located on East Smith Road, about 0.3 miles east of South Court Street,
Medina, Ohio. Based on information from the Phase | PA, the Property was originally
developed in the 1890's as the Harter Brothers' Creamery (at the location of existing
Structure 12). The portion of the Property that lies south of Champion Creek has been
used as a lumberyard from the 1910's until James Lumber terminated operations in 2008,
It is this portion of the Property that is the focus of the Phase Il PA.

On September 10, 2012, Arcadis issued a Phase | PA Report for the Property in
accordance with the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard E-1527-
05. Five Identified Areas (IAs) were listed in the Phase | PA, but one of these was
associated with the parcel now owned by Habitat for Humanity. The four remaining IAs
recommended for Phase {l PA included the following areas:

e IA-1: Soail staining in Structure 9 (located at the end of the rail spur)

s [A-2: The rail spur

* |A-3: The area used to store lumber (south of Champion Creek)

* |A-4: Former Structure 11, which burned down {located near the center of the
Property)

On June 5, 2013, Lepi Enterprises, Inc., conducted an asbestos survey to determine
whether any asbestos abatement would need to be implemented before existing
structures are demolished. T&M conducted the Phase Il PA environmental sampling on
June 13, 2013, collecting at least one soil sample from each of 17 borings analyzed for
Contaminants of Concern (COCs) identified in the Phase | PA. COCs vary at each |A
depending on the historical activities, but Property-wide COCs include volatile organic
compounds (VOCs), semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOCs), total petroleum
hydrocarbons (TPH), arsenic (As), copper (Cu), chromium (Cr), and lead (Pb).

Based on field observations, the geology is consistent with descriptions of the upper
glacial till units in Medina County: a low to moderately plastic silty clay (CL) to clayey silt
(ML). Because of its low permeability, the clayey glacial till tends to restrict the rate of
infiltration compared to more sandy soils, and therefore the risk of contaminant migration
to groundwater is reduced.

Based on the analytical results, there is no indication that activities associated with the 1As
on this Property have had an adverse effect on the environmental quality of near-surface
soils. No COCs exceed any Ohio Voluntary Action Program (VAP) Commercial, Industrial,
or Construction Scenario Soil Standards for redevelopment. Because no COCs were
detected at concentirations exceeding non-Residential standards, and because the
clayey soils inhibit migration of potential COCs, it is unlikely that there are any
environmental issues related to redevelopment for Commercial or Industrial use.

Arsenic is present at concentrations exceeding Ohio VAP Residential development
scenarios but the arsenic concentrations are consistent with published Ohio background
concentrations, including recently published background concentrations for Cuyahoga
and Franklin Counties (Ohio EPA, 2013). If Residential redevelopment is desired, then a
site-specific background assessment for arsenic may be required.

Asbestos was detected in samples representing approximately 80 square feet of
concrete wall panels (fransite) in Structure 9 (located at the end of the rail spur); this
material should be removed by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor before
demolition activities commence.

Asbestos was detected at concentrations greater than 1% in roofing materials associated
with Structure 9. but because these materials are in good condition, they may remain in
place during demoailition provided that the demoalition contractor is informed of their
presence and complies with applicable OSHA and EPA requirements.

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

The parks department is respectfully requesting Council approval to modify section 31.02 (A)(1) for
seasonal employees. The 2025 current rate of pay for seasonal employees is pay grade 51A at
$13.23 per hour. We would like to add additional steps, 51A-F ($13.23-$16.88) within this pay
grade to provide greater flexibility in recruitment, retention, and workforce management.

While the existing pay and job description changes have supported our seasonal hiring efforts, it
limits administration’s ability to strategically compensate seasonal employees based on
experience, performance, and operational needs. Expanding the pay scale would allow us to:

Reward Returning Employees

Recognize and incentivize seasonal staff who return year after year by placing them at a higher
step within the range. These individuals bring valuable institutional knowledge, require less
training, and contribute to operational continuity.

Attract Candidates with Relevant Experience or Specialized Skills

Offer competitive compensation to applicants who bring prior related work experience,
certifications, or specialized skills that directly benefit our operations. This flexibility strengthens our
ability to recruit high-quality candidates in a competitive labor market.

Address Scheduling and Operational Needs
Provide higher-step placement for employees who can meet critical scheduling demands, such as
evenings, weekends, peak periods, or hard-to-fill shifts.

Adjusting the pay scale will enhance our ability to remain competitive, improve employee morale
and retention, and ensure operational efficiency during peak seasons. The ability to differentiate
pay based on value and need will serve as a meaningful tool for administration while maintaining
fairness and accountability.

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

The Medina Recreation Center respectfully requests Council to approve an increase in Memorial Pool
Rates with the intention of recovering some of the operational costs that have increased due to inflation.
The Memorial Pool expenses are consistently exceeding revenues. The rationale for these rates was a
comparative study of the rate structures of several outdoor pools in Ohio as well as a desire to keep the

SUBJECT: New MCRC Part Time Pay Scale Group and Activity Leader position deletion

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

The Medina Community Recreation Center respectfully requests the addition of a new Part Time
Pay Scale Group to compensate high level Program Instructors. We will utilize this group to attract
new instructors that will expand our program offerings by adding specialized classes to our current
class calendar.

This addition will add a Group 9 for Group Exercise Instructor level C and will be a part-time
unclassified position with the recommended pay grade 60 (range of $31.01 — $39.59 ) for
instructors and wellness professionals with advanced teaching certificates, special licenses or
established clientele. There are several regional fitness studios offering increasingly popular
classes and the current MCRC paygrades do not offer competitive enough wages to attract those
instructors. We hope to attract qualified instructors to add premium tier classes to our line up.

In addition, it has been found that the position of Activity Leader in Group 1 has no formal job
description so it is recommended we delete that position.

vegetation, shrubbery, brush, and overhanging branches from the Easement Area (defined
below) by various means and methods, including, but not limited to, the use of herbicides
approved by the United States Environmental Protection Agency ((a) and (b) together shall
collectively be known as “Encroachments”).

The Facilities faid pursuant to the terms of this Easement shali be located within the limits of a
permanent easement (the “Easement Area”) as described or depicted, or both, on the attachment, Exhibit A,
which is fully incorporated into this Easement.

Grantee's intended use under this Easement; and (c) the Premises, or any portion thereof, is not currently
and has not previously been used for commercial or industrial purposes. Grantor further represents that it has
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informed Grantee, prior to the execution of this Easement, of all pollutants, contaminants, petroleum,
hazardous substances, and endangerments which the Grantor knows or has reason to know exist or may
exist on or under the Easement Area.

GRANTOR AND GRANTEE AGREE THAT, EXCEPT TO THE EXTENT CAUSED BY THE ACTS

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MEDINA
AND THE MEDINA COUNTY PARK DISTRICT

THIS AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is entered into by and between the City of
Medina, an Ohio municipal corporation, located at 132 North Elmwood Avenue, Medina, Ohio
44256 (the “City”), and the Medina County Park District, a political subdivision of the State of
Ohio, located at 6364 Deerfield Lane, Medina, Ohio 44256 (the “MCPD”).

WHEREAS, subject to annual appropriations by Medina City Council as required by law,
the City wishes to provide partial funding for a trail consultant to determine the feasibility of a
recreational trail project linking Brunswick, Medina and Wadsworth (the “BMW Trail”),
together with other trail opportunities; and

WHEREAS, MCPD has the expertise, resources and experience with trail projects and
intends to manage design services related to the proposed BMW Trail.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the following terms and conditions hereinafter
set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1) Services to be provided by MCPD. MCPD shall provide the following
deliverables (collectively the “Deliverables™) to the City:

a. MCPD shall issue a request for qualifications/request for proposal
(“RFQ/RFP”) in the first quarter of 2026 for a qualified consultant (the
“Consultant”) for the purpose of analyzing existing conditions and to
provide reporting regarding existing trails, protected lands, rights of way,
utility corridors, existing bikeway and pedestrian plans and concepts, and
other reviews upon which BMW Trail could be considered (the
“Consulting Services”).

b. MCPD shall, in accordance with all applicable law, select a Consultant
that MCPD deems best to provide the Consulting Services and shall enter
into an agreement with such Consultant (an agent of MCPD) upon such
terms and conditions agreed upon by MCPD and the Consultant which
shall provide for, without limitation: (i) the scope of work and a cost
allocation for years 2026, 2027 and 2028; (ii) funding strategies; and (iii)
implementation strategies with prioritized short- and long-term
engineering and construction analysis.

c. MCPD shall provide formal, written reports and recommendations
received from the Consultant to the City within five (5) business days of
receipt thereof.

2) Reimbursement to MCPD. Subject to annual appropriations by Medina City
Council as required by law, the City shall make three (3) payments of Fifteen
Thousand Dollars ($15,000.00) each to MCPD for the Consulting Services to be

performed in 2026, 2027 and 2028, which payments shall be non-refundable to
the City except in the event that this Agreement is terminated due to a non-cured
default by MCPD.

Payment Terms. MCPD shall submit annual invoices to the City in February
2026 for work to be done in 2026, December 2026 for work to be done in 2027,
and December 2027 for work to be done in 2028. Subject to annual
appropriations by Medina City Council as required by law, the City shall remit
payment to MCPD within sixty (60) days of receipt of an invoice.

Term. This Agreement shall commence on the date of full execution of this
Agreement (the “Effective Date”) and shall continue until December 31, 2028, or
until terminated by either party, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days’
prior written notice. This Agreement shall automatically terminate in the event
that the Medina City Council does not appropriate sufficient funding for 2027 or
2028. Early termination of this Contract by the City shall not entitle the City to
any refund or reimbursement, and payments made to MCPD shall be non-
refundable, absent a material violation of this Contract by MCPD.

Hold Harmless. Each party hereto shall hold the other party and its officers,
directors, employees, agents and insurers harmless from all damages, losses,
claims, actions, lawsuits, costs or liabilities for injury, including death, or damage
to persons or property arising out of the activities covered in this Agreement
which result in whole or in part from the acts, negligence, or willful misconduct
of such party, or its officers, directors, employees or agents.

Assignment. This Agreement is not assignable without the prior written consent
of both the City and the MCPD.

Default/Remedies. In the event of a material default by either party in the
performance of its obligations hereunder, the non-defaulting party shall deliver to
the other party written notice setting forth the nature of the default. The defaulting
party shall have thirty (30) days to cure the default. If the default is not cured to
the satisfaction of the non-defaulting party within thirty (30) days, the non-
defaulting party may terminate this Agreement. In the event of termination, the
defaulting party shall have no further rights or obligations under this Agreement;
however, the defaulting party shall not be relieved of its obligations under this
Agreement which accrued prior to the date of termination. In the event that the
City terminates this Agreement due to the uncured default of MCPD, any amounts
paid hereunder for the subject calendar year shall be reimbursed to the City on a
prorated basis.

Miscellaneous. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Ohio with exclusive jurisdiction in the State courts located in Medina County,
Ohio. This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties and any
amendment hereto shall be mutually agreed upon in writing by the parties hereto.



9) Compliance with Law. MCPD shall comply with all applicable federal, state
and local laws, rules and regulations in the performance of its obligations under
this Agreement including, without limitation, public bidding, purchasing and
solicitation laws, and private property and trespass laws.

HANGAR LEASE AGREEMENT
(Non-Commercial Operations with Construction Addendum)

This Lease (“Lease™) is made and entered into this day of
, 2026 by and between the CITY OF MEDINA, OHIO, an Ohio
municipal corporation, with an address at 132 N. Elmwood Avenue, Medina, Ohio 44256
(hereinafter referred to as “Landlord”), and COLD STREAM AIR SERVICES, INC., an Ohio
Corporation, with an address at 2050 Medina Road, Medina, Ohio 44256 (hereinafter referred to
as “Tenant”).

RECITALS
A. Landlord is the owner of the Medina Municipal Airport (the “Airport”) in Sharon,
Township, Ohio.
B. Tenant desires to lease an undeveloped portion of commercial land at the Airport

being 0.40367 acres, more or less, and identified as Medina County, Ohio parcel number 033-
12A-07-01 (the “Premises™). The Premises are depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto.

C. Tenant has represented to the Landlord that upon execution of this Lease, Tenant
shall promptly develop the Premises by constructing an aircraft hangar and related improvements
pursuant to the Construction Addendum (the “Addendum”) attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed as follows:

1. Premises. The Landlord hereby leases the Premises to Tenant for and as an undeveloped
aircraft hangar site to be developed by Tenant with construction of a T-hangar building (the
“Hangar”) for storage of a aircraft and related site improvements (“Site Improvements”). The
Hangar is to be developed with divisions into separate T-hangar units, each intended to be
suitable for housing a single aircraft (one aircraft per T-Hangar within the Hangar) to be stored
and operated at the Airport. The Site Improvements and Hangar are to be developed as provided
in the Addendum.

2. Purposes.  Following development of the Hangar and Site Improvements, Tenant shall use
and occupy the Premises solely for the following purposes and no others: (a) operation of
aircraft owned or leased solely by Tenant, itself, or renters of the respective individual T-Hangar
units constituting a part of the Hangar (hereinafter “T-Hangar Renters” and individually each a
“T-Hangar Renter”); (b) inside hangar storage of aircraft owned by Tenant and/or inside hangar
storage of aircraft owned by a T-Hangar Renter with terms not exceeding the Term of this Lease;
(c) self-performed minor service and self-performed minor maintenance of aircraft owned by
Tenant or self-performed minor service performed by the T-Hangar Renter on such T-Hangar
Renter’s aircraft.. For purposes hereof, the phrase “aircraft owned by Tenant” shall mean
aircraft in which the Tenant has at least a fifty-one percent (51%) ownership interest or where the
aircraft is leased or used at least on a fifty-one percent (51%) basis by Tenant. For purposes
hereof, the phrase “aircraft owned by a T-Hangar Renter” shall mean aircraft in which the T-
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Hangar Renter has at least a fifty-one percent (51%) ownership interest or where the aircraft is
leased or used at least on a fifty-one percent (51%) basis by such T-Hangar Renter.

3. Prohibited Purposes. In addition to other uses that are prohibited, Tenant shall not use or
occupy the Premises or any part thereof, nor permit any portion of the Premises or any T-Hangar
to be used, for any of the following purposes: (a) service or maintenance by Tenant or any T-
Hangar Renter on any aircraft or aircraft component not owned by the Tenant performing self-
service or self-maintenance or by such T-Hangar Renter performing self-service or self-
maintenance; (b) outside storage of aircraft or other items (for example, “tie-downs” at the
Premises are not permitted); (c) fueling or self-fueling of any aircraft; (d) storage of non-
aeronautical items or personal property (including, but not limited to, by way of example trailers,
cars, boats, furniture; (c) any use that is not specifically authorized in Section 2 above.

4. Term of Lease. The term (“Term”) of this Lease shall be for a period of thirty-five (35) years
commencing on the day of , 2026 (the “Commencement Date™)
and continuing for thirty (30) years, unless earlier terminated under the provisions of this
Agreement.

(a) Right of First Refusal. The Tenant has the first right to renew the Lease for up to
one (1), twenty (20) year term consecutive to the original term, if any. Renewal
of the Lease is not automatic and is subject to renegotiation based on the most
current market rate and lease provisions as updated by the Landlord from time to
time. Landlord and Tenant shall act in good faith.

5. Rent; Utilities; Real Estate Taxes & Assessments.

(a) Rent. Tenant shall pay Landlord base rent (“Base Rent”) for the Premises in the
amount of One Thousand Eight Hundred and NO/100ths Dollars ($1,800.00) per annum in
monthly installments of One Hundred Fifty and NO/100ths Dollars ($150.00) each, due in
advance on the first day of each month commencing . Per annum Base
Rent shall be increased (but not decreased) as of each fifth anniversary of the Commencement
Date to the then fair market field rent (“Fair Market Field Rent”) determined by Landlord to be
applicable for hangar lease sites at the Airport. Fair Market Field Rent may be determined by
independent appraisal or other bona fide valuation method determined by Landlord to fix Fair
Market Field Rent for various lease sites at the Airport. Base Rent and other amounts payable by
Tenant to Landlord shall be delivered to: Medina Airport Manager — c/o Cold Stream Air
Services,

(b) Utilities. In addition to Base Rent, Tenant shall pay for all utility services
used or consumed at the Premises, including but not limited to, water, electric,
communication/date, gas, and sewer. In the event the Premises is not separately metered for any
particular utility or service, Landlord shall have the right to assess a monthly charge estimated in
good faith by Landlord. The utility charges shall be due and payable monthly with installments
of Base Rent.



(©) Real Estate Taxes and Assessments. Tenant shall pay, before any fine, penalty,
interest or cost may be added thereto, or become due or be imposed by operation of law for the
non-payment thereof, all real estate taxes, assessments and other governmental impositions
(collectively “Impositions™) related to the Premises during the Term; provided, however, that if|
by law, any Imposition may at the option of the taxpayer be paid in installments (whether or not
interest shall accrue on the unpaid balance of such Imposition) Tenant, with Landlord’s prior
written consent, may exercise the option to pay the same (and any accrued interest on the unpaid
balance of such Imposition) in installments and, in such event, shall pay such installments as
may become due during the Term as the same respectively become due and before any fine,
penalty, further interest or cost may be added thereto; provided, further, however, that the
amount of all installments of any such Imposition which are to become due and payable after the
expiration of the Term shall be paid on or before the date of such expiration. It is further
provided that any Imposition, other than Impositions which have been converted into installment
payments by Tenant, relating to a fiscal period of the taxing authority, a part of which period is
included in a period of time after the expiration of the Term, shall be apportioned between
Landlord and Tenant as of the expiration of the Term.

Tenant shall have the right to contest the amount or validity, in whole or in part, of any
Imposition by appropriate proceedings diligently conducted in good faith but only after payment
of such Imposition unless such payment would operate as a bar to such contest or interfere
materially with the prosecution thereof, in which event, Tenant may postpone or defer payment
of such Imposition if neither the Premises nor any part thereof would by reason of such
postponement or deferment be in danger of being forfeited or lost. Upon the termination of any
such proceedings, Tenant shall pay the amount of such Imposition or part thereof as finally
determined in such proceedings the payment of which may have been deferred during the
prosecution of such proceedings, together with any costs, fees, interest, penalties or other
liabilities in connection therewith.

Landlord shall use reasonable efforts to obtain real estate tax assessments for the Premises which
are segregated from the remainder of Landlord’s properties. In the event that such segregated
assessments are obtained, Landlord shall cooperate with Tenant in requesting the appropriate
public authorities to send all notices relating to Impositions directly to Tenant during the Term;
Tenant shall promptly deliver to Landlord copies of all such notices received by Tenant. If
Landlord is unable to obtain real estate tax assessments for the Premises segregated from the
remainder of Landlord’s properties, Landlord will provide Tenant with documentation indicating
the portion of real estate tax assessments applicable to the Premises and Tenant shall pay such
Imposition directly to the public authority before the same becomes due.

6. Access Fee. The Tenant acknowledges the right of the Landlord to impose access fees
(“Access Fee(s)”) at the Airport chargeable monthly on a per occupied aircraft hangar basis. For
the purposes of this Agreement, the term “occupied aircraft hangar basis” or “occupied hangar
basis” means any aircraft hangar or hangar unit that is in use with an aircraft being
stored/hangered for any period of time during the particular billing month. The Access Fee is not
prorated for any partial month or partial storage period during a month. For avoidance of doubt,
each aircraft storage space in a larger building (such as a T-hangar building having multiple
individual aircraft storage units) is treated as an aircraft hangar with each separate storage space



charged the Access Fee. As of the date of this Lease, the Access Fee is charged at $100.00 per
month (or portion of a month) per aircraft hangar on an occupied hangar basis. It is understood
that the Access Fee is fixed on a non-discriminatory/uniform basis and may be reasonably
adjusted from time to time by the Landlord. The Premises is conclusively presumed to be
occupied by an aircraft each month unless the Tenant establishes the same was at no time
occupied by an aircraft during such month.

7. Delinquent Payment. In the event Tenant is more than five (5) days late in paying any
amount of Base Rent, Access Fees or any other payment due under this Lease, then without the
need for any further notice to Tenant, Tenant shall pay Landlord a late charge equal to five
percent (5%) of the delinquent amount. In addition, any amount due from Tenant to Landlord
hereunder which is not paid within thirty (30) days of the date due shall bear interest at a
monthly rate of percent (1.0%). The payment of such late charge or interest by Tenant shall not
constitute a waiver of any default by Tenant hereunder.

8. Assignment; Subletting. The Tenant shall not assign this lease, nor permit the transfer thereof
by law or otherwise, nor, except as expressly provided in this Lease, sublet the Premises, any T-
Hangar, or any part thereof, without prior written consent of the Landlord. Short term subleasing
of T-Hangars to third parties for aircraft storage pursuant to Section 2 is not prohibited provided
such otherwise complies with this Lease. FOR AVOIDANCE OF DOUBT, UNDER NO
CIRCUMSTANCE MAY TENANT EFFECTUATE OR ATTEMPT TO EFFECTUATE AN
OWNERSHIP OR LEASEHOLD STRUCTURE OR ENTITY STRUCTURE (SUCH AS A SO-
CALLED COOPERATIVE OR CONDOMINIUM OR INTERVAL OWNERSHIP
STRUCTURE OR SIMILAR ARRANGEMENT) WHEREBY ANY PERSON OR ENTITY
WOULD HAVE THE RIGHT TO USE ONE OR MORE T-HANGARS OWNED OR
CONTROLLED BY THE ENTITY BY VIRTUE OF OWNERSHIP OF AN INTEREST IN
THE ENTITY AS OPPOSED TO BECOMING A DIRECT T-HANGAR SUBTENANT .
FURTHER NO T-HANGAR RENTER IS PERMITTED TO DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY
CONCURRENTLY LEASE MORE THAN ONE T-HANGAR AT THE PREMISES
WITHOUT THE PRIOR WRITTEN CONSENT OF THE LANDLORD.

9. Landlord Access. Landlord has the right to access the Premises at any time for fire, electrical
or safety inspections, compliance review, and/or maintenance or in the case of an emergency.
Except in the case of an emergency, Landlord shall provide 24-hour notice (which notice may be
phone, email or otherwise) of intended entry. Locks provided may not be modified or changed.
Any hangar locked with owner provided locks must have a duplicate key placed with the
Landlord or the Airport Manager appointed by the Landlord.

10. Alterations. After completion of construction under the Addendum, Tenant shall make no
structural alterations or additions to the Premises without prior written consent of the Landlord
and all alterations, additions and improvements in any manner fastened to the Premises, shall
become a part of the Premises and shall be surrendered to the Landlord at the termination of this
Lease, whether terminated by lapse of the time or otherwise, without compensation to the
Tenant. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Landlord shall have the right to require that Tenant
remove alterations, additions and improvements from the Premises leaving the same in good
condition and repair. Such removal shall be at Tenant’s sole cost. Should Tenant fail to remove



alterations, additions and improvements as required by Landlord, Landlord may do so at
Tenant’s cost and expense. Tenant shall pay such cost and expense within ten (10) days of
Landlord’s submission of an invoice therefor.

11. Damage, Injury or Loss. All personal property on the Premises of Tenant, its subtenants,
invitees or licensees shall be at the risk of the Tenant only, and the Landlord shall not be liable
for any damages to or loss of such property, or to the Premises or to Tenant, or to any other
persons or property, caused by water, fire, electricity, wind, sewage, gas or odors or by any act or
neglect of other tenants, occupants or the employees of the Landlord, or any other person, or
caused in any other manner whatsoever.

12. Combustible and/or Hazardous Materials. Tenant shall not or allow any person to dispense
fuel into aircraft or vehicles on the Premises: fuel stored outside of aircraft or vehicle fuel tanks,
shall be limited to five (5) gallons and stored only in U.L. approved storage containers. No other
combustible materials shall be stored in the Premises. Tenant shall conduct itelf and its activities
on or at any portion of the Premises and cause all invitees, licensees, contractors and agents to
act, in such a manner as to (i) not release or permit the release of any Hazardous Material; (ii) not
unlawfully store, use or dispose of any Hazardous Material; and (iii) not create any nuisance or
unreasonable interference with or disturbance of other tenants or users of the Airport or
Landlord. “Hazardous Material” means any hazardous, explosive, radioactive or toxic
substance, material or waste which is or becomes regulated by any local governmental authority,
the state in which the Premises is located or the United States, including, without limitation, any
material or substance which is (A) defined or listed as a “hazardous waste,” “extremely
hazardous waste,” “restricted hazardous waste,” “hazardous substance,” “hazardous material,”
“pollutant” or “contaminant” under any Law, (B) petroleum or a petroleum derivative, (C) a
flammable explosive, (D) a radioactive material, (E) a polychlorinated biphenyl, (F) asbestos or
an asbestos derivative, or (G) a carcinogen. Tenant hereby shall indemnify, defend and hold
Landlord harmless from and against any and all claims, losses and costs arising from or asserted
in connection with: (i) Tenant’s breach of any of the covenants set forth in this Section 12 and/or
(i) to the extent caused or allowed by Tenant, or any agent, employee, contractor, invitee or
licensee of Tenant, the presence on, under, or the escape, seepage, leakage, spillage, discharge,
emission, release from, onto or into the Premises, the building, the land surrounding, the
atmosphere, or any watercourse, body of water or ground water, of any Hazardous Material. The
undertaking and indemnification set forth in this Section 12 shall survive the termination of this
Lease.

13. Waste; Rubbish. The Tenant shall promptly remove from the Premises all waste and rubbish
regularly and upon being notified so to do either be the Landlord or by any State or Municipal
authority. In the event of the Tenant fails to remove any of such waste, rubbish, or to properly
dispose of or deposit such items, the Landlord may, at Landlord's option, remove the same and
any expense incurred in so doing shall become part of the rental of the Premises herein leased
and shall be payable to the Landlord upon demand.

14. Maintenance and Repair. It shall be Tenants obligation to maintain the Premises and all
improvements and buildings upon the Premises, both exterior and interior, in good, safe
condition and repair at all times. Tenant will keep the floors clean from oil or other stains. Any



inside or outside fixtures and other improvements, such as lights, antennas or other
improvements must be approved by Landlord in writing. Landlord shall not be responsible for
the cost of making any repairs, alternations or improvements at or upon the Premises. The cost
of all improvements and repairs of the Premises and keeping of the same in good order and
repair shall be paid by the Tenant except as to such repairs as are made necessary by such
damages as Tenant can affirmatively show by clear and convincing evidence resulted from the
fault or negligence of Landlord.

15. Obstructions; Signage. Neither the Tenant nor Tenant's employees, invitees or licensees
shall obstruct in any way the areas, aprons and taxiways around the Premises and shall not
without first receiving the written consent of said Landlord place signage on the outside of the
buildings upon Premises nor upon the balance of the exterior areas on the grounds surrounding
said buildings.

16. Surrender. The Tenant shall, at the termination of this Lease whether by lapse of time or
otherwise, return said Premises to the Landlord in as good condition as when received with the
building and improvements thereon constructed and maintained as contemplated by this Lease
and the Addendum, loss by ordinary wear, tear, fire and casualty or the elements excepted, and
by midnight of the date of termination of this Lease shall remove all rubbish, waste material and
all the Lessee's property from the Premises, and shall surrender all keys to said premises in
Tenant's possession whether such keys were provided by the Landlord or by the Tenant.

17. Insurance. Tenant shall, during the entire term of this Lease, keep in full force and affect the
following insurance:

(a) Aircraft Liability Insurance with limits of liability shall not be less than $100,000.00
per person and $1,000,000.00 per accident.

(b) Comprehensive general public liability insurance against claims for personal injury,
bodily injury, death or property damage occurring on or in the Premises, with a
combined single limit of not less than Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000. OO) or the
equivalent thereof.

(¢) A copy of each policy or a certificate of insurance shall be delivered to the Landlord
at the inception of the Term and thereafter upon Landlord’s request.

(d) The amount of insurance shall be increased as Landlord may reasonably require from
time to time to account for inflation or generally increased insurance recommendation
by Landlord’s insurance advisor.

18. Compliance with Law; Rules and Regulations. Tenant shall promptly comply with and shall
cause each licensee and invitee at the Premises to comply with, all present and future laws,
ordinances, orders, rules, regulations and requirements of all federal, state and municipal
governments, courts, departments, commissions, boards and offices, any national or local Board
of Fire Underwriters, or any other body exercising functions similar to those of any of the
foregoing, foreseen or unforeseen, ordinary as well as extraordinary, which may be applicable to




the Premises or to the use or manner of use of the Premises or any part thereof. Tenant shall
comply and cause each licensee and invitee at the Premises with all rules and regulations issued
by Landlord and/or Airport Manager from time to time, including, but not limited to regulations
concerning signage, Minimum Standards of Operation, and security and operations. Tenant
specifically acknowledges that Tenant is familiar with the FAA grant assurances that are
imposed upon the Landlord from time to time in connection with grants obtained by Landlord
(the “Grant Assurances”). The Grant Assurances as modified from time to time are incorporated
herein by reference and Tenant agrees to comply with such Grant Assurances so far as applicable
to or imposed upon the Premises and/or activities thereat. Copies of Grant Assurances are also
available upon request from time to time from the Landlord by written request.

19. Entire Agreement. This Lease and the attached hereto and documents incorporated by
reference express the entire agreement of the parties thereto. The Tenant hereby expressly agrees
that the Landlord has made no statement or promises, has not entered into any undertaking verbal
or otherwise, in conflict with this lease or that invalidates, changes or enlarges any of its
provisions or that makes Landlord liable for any damage; that Landlord has made no promises or
representations except such are endorsed hereon respecting the condition of the leases premises,
and that the taking possession of said Premises by the Tenant, shall be conclusive evidence as
condition, any exception to be noted and agreed to by Tenant and Landlord, under the terms of
this Lease, so far as Tenant would reasonably be able to determine from the careful visual
examination of the Premises for the express purpose of review of its condition, when possession
of the same was taken.

LEASE CONSTRUCTION ADDENDUM
(TENANT CONSTRUCTION)

This is the Construction Addendum (“Addendum”) referred to in the Ground Lease (the
“Lease”) made between CITY OF MEDINA, an Ohio municipal corporation, as Landlord, and
COLD STREAM AIR SERVICES INC., an Ohio corporation, as Tenant, pursuant to which
Tenant is ground leasing certain land from Landlord at the Medina Airport (“Airport) owned by
the Landlord. Capitalized terms used herein, unless otherwise defined in this Addendum, shall
have the respective meanings assigned to them in the Lease.

Landlord and Tenant agree as follows:

1. Premises Improvements. Subject to the provisions of the Lease and this
Addendum, Tenant shall cause to be constructed an aircraft hangar building with _ T-Hangar
units  separated by common walls (the “Hangar”) having dimensions of
approximately upon the Premises together with
associated concrete apron areas upon the Premises providing access from the Hangar (and each
constituent T-Hangar) to aircraft taxiways (“Tenant’s Construction Work™) substantially in
accordance with the final specifications and plans for the Premises that are to be prepared by
Tenant and submitted to the Landlord for general approval (the “Plans”) with the same thereafter
submitted for all other required governmental permits and approvals prior to commencement of
construction. Such Plans shall not be modified or amended without Landlord’s written_consent
first obtained and all other governmental approvals obtained as provided by applicable law (the
Hangar facility specifications, and the plans, as finally approved collectively referred to herein as
the “Final Plans”). All Work shown in the Final Plans_is included in Tenant’s Construction
Work and together with Tenant’s fixtures and equipment not shown in the Final Plans (“Tenant
Equipment”), are entirely Tenant’s responsibility at Tenant’s cost (the “Tenant Cost”).

Subject to the provisions of the Lease and this Addendum, Tenant shall substantially complete
Tenant’s Construction Work, at Tenant’s sole cost and expense, on or before
2026 (“Completion Date”). The Completion Date shall be extended for
such period of time as is equal to the period of delays caused by any force majeure event,
including, but not limited to delays caused by strikes and/or lockouts (not caused by Tenant or
Tenant’s contractors, subcontractors or material suppliers), unusual delays by governmental
authorities, unavailability or shortage of materials, adverse weather conditions not reasonably
contemplated, fire and other casualty, acts of God, and any other causes beyond the reasonable
control of Tenant and not due to Tenant’s negligence or lack of diligence (“Excusable Delays™).

2. Landlord Not Responsible for Tenant/Third Party Equipment or other
Property. Landlord shall have no responsibility or liability for any damage or loss to or of
property or equipment of Tenant or of any third party placed on or at the Premises at any time.

3. Substantial Completion. The terms “substantial completion”, substantially
complete” or “substantial completion of Tenant’s Construction Work”, wherever used in this
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Addendum or the Lease, shall mean the full completion of Tenant’s Construction Work except
for such minor items (“Punch List Items”) that are to be fully completed by Tenant within a
reasonable time in the exercise of diligent effort. Promptly upon substantial completion of
Tenant’s Construction Work, Landlord shall have the right, but not the obligation, to inspect
Tenant’s Construction Work for compliance with the requirements of this Addendum.

4. Defects In Construction. Tenant’s Construction Work shall be performed with
new materials and in good workmanlike manner. Tenant shall have the full and unqualified
responsibility for all defects in design, construction, workmanship and materials in Tenant’s
Construction Work, notwithstanding any inspection thereof by Landlord or any Landlord
designee of the detailed plans and specifications or the work, and notwithstanding the completion
of Tenant’s Construction Work or the commencement of the Lease term. Tenant’s Construction
Work shall be designed, constructed and performed, in accordance with all applicable laws,
codes, rules and regulations and the requirements of the appropriate governmental authorities
and all zoning laws.

5. Certain Obligations Of Tenant During Construction.

(a) Tenant shall pay all operating and other costs relating to the Premises, and
the construction thereof, including the cost of water, heat, electricity, and other utilities
used in and at the Premises.

(b)  Tenant’s Construction Work shall be performed by qualified licensed
general contractors or subcontractors, in accordance with the terms, conditions and
provisions of this Addendum.

(©) At all times during the performance of Tenant’s Construction Work and
continuing until the Commencement Date, Tenant shall maintain in full force and effect a
policy of builder’s risk insurance, at Tenant’s sole cost and expense, insuring Tenant’s
Construction Work and all materials stored (including, but not limited to, Tenant’s
fixtures, equipment, supplies or other property which shall be stored at Tenant’s sole risk)
on the Premises or elsewhere or in transit against loss or damage by fire and other perils
included in extended insurance coverage, including, without limitation, theft, vandalism,
malicious mischief, transit, collapse, flood and earthquake, to one hundred percent
(100%) of the replacement costs thereof at the time of loss.

(@ Tenant hereby agrees that Landlord shall not be responsible for claims,
suits, obligations, liabilities, injuries, loss or damages arising out of or incurred in the
course of Tenant’s Construction Work (“Claims™). Tenant shall indemnify, defend and
hold harmless Landlord from and against all Claims The foregoing indemnity shall
survive termination or expiration of this Lease.

(e) Tenant shall not permit or suffer any mechanic’s lien or attested accounts
to be filed or claimed with respect to the Premises or Tenant’s interest therein or Tenant’s
Construction Work.
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€3 Landlord shall have the right, but not the obligation, to engage a
consultant or advisor or to appoint a designee (“Landlord’s Construction Consultant™), at
Landlord’s sole cost and expense, to observe and inspect the progress of Tenant’s
Construction Work. Tenant shall reasonably cooperate with Landlord’s Construction
Consultant and shall make diligent good faith efforts to keep Landlord’s Construction
Consultant informed as to the progress of Tenant’s Construction Work. Tenant shall
make reasonable efforts to notify Landlord’s Construction Consultant in advance of
progress meetings relating to Tenant’s Construction Work and shall permit Landlord’s
Construction Consultant to attend such meetings.

6. Miscellaneous.

(a) During the course of construction Tenant shall comply with all rules and
regulations of the Landlord and applicable to the Airport and Airport property, including,
but not limited to, all rules relating to safety, access and security.

(b) Landlord has no agreement with Tenant and has no obligation to do or
perform any work with respect to the Premises. Any other work at or in the Premises
which Tenant may be permitted by Landlord to perform prior to Commencement Date
shall be done at Tenant’s sole cost and expense and in accordance with the terms and
conditions of the Lease; shall be completed pursuant to plans and specifications
reasonably acceptable to Landlord; and all in accordance with all applicable building
codes and laws, and without unreasonable interference with the operations of Landlord or
the Airport. Any additional work or alterations to the Premises desired by Tenant after
the Commencement Date shall be subject to the provisions of the Lease.

(c) The persons signing this Addendum on behalf of Landlord and Tenant
warrants and represents he or she has the authority to do so.

(d) With respect to any amounts owed by Tenant hereunder and not paid when
due or Tenant’s failure to perform its obligations hereunder, Landlord shall have all of
the rights and remedies granted to Landlord under the Lease for non-payment by Tenant
of any amounts owed thereunder or failure by Tenant to perform its obligations
thereunder.
