SUBJECT: MOU for Transit Services

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

Medina County Public Transit (MCPT) submitted a proposal to utilize PY25 Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for public transit services in the City of Medina. The
proposal was selected and included in the City's request for CDBG funds as authorized by
Resolution 86-25 on May 12, 2025.

Council’s approval is requested to authorize the Mayor to enter into a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) with MCPT, acting on behalf of the Medina County Board of
Commissioners. The MOU will be for MCPT to provide public transportation services within the
City of Medina during the operating period of April 1, 2026 through August 31, 2027, as part of the
PY25 CDBG allocation.

Whereas the Ohio Department of Development (ODOD) has made the CDBG a bi-annual
application, the grant period covers two fiscal years. The City of Medina shall contribute the total
amount of $90,000 towards Medina County Transit services to be distributed as follows, which is
identical to the contributions of the previous PY23 CDBG:

2026 $ 7,500 — City of Medina General Funds

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Medina County Public Transit, acting on behalf of the Medina County Board of Commissioners, hereby
agrees to provide public transportation services and complementary paratransit services within the City
of Medina during the operating period of April 1, 2026 through August 31, 2027.

Medina County Public Transit will provide said services within the City of Medina to assist residents in
meeting employment, shopping, medical, and socialization needs. Said services shall be provided through
the use of Medina County-owned light transit vehicles. Medina County Public Transit shall be responsible
for payment of all personnel and operating costs associated with these services.

Hours of operation for these services shall be approximately 6:00 a.m. through 6:00 p.m., Monday through
Friday, and 10:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m., on Saturdays.

Medina County Public Transit acknowledges that transit services will be provided for Low To Moderate
Income/Limited Clientele (i.e., elderly, disabled, etc.) in Medina.

The City of Medina, in recognition of the importance of providing these services to its residents, shall
contribute the total amount of $90,000.00 toward the overall costs of operation of these transit services
during the aforementioned period. Medina County will commit $350,000.00 towards the Medina County
Transit Services for the aforementioned period.

Medina County Public Transit will be responsible for tracking ridership numbers in the City of Medina to
satisfy Program Year 2025 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) requirements, which are the
source of a portion of the City of Medina’s financial contribution. No later than October 17, 2027 (two
weeks prior to the end of the grant period on October 31, 2027), Medina County Public Transit will provide
ridership numbers for Low To Moderate Income/Limited Clientele in Medina to the City of Medina.

An annual invoice will be sent by Medina County Public Transit to the City of Medina for transit services.

Either party may suspend or terminate the Agreement in the event of default, inability or failure to
perform on the part of Medina County Public Transit, or when the County and the City agree to terminate
the Agreement in whole or in part. In the event of termination, the City will compensate the County for
services rendered up to the point of termination.

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

During the collective bargaining agreement negotiation process between the City and the International Brotherhood of
Teamsters Local 436, employees requested that the City implement the Ohio Deferred Compensation Roth 457 Option
so they could participate in this program through post-tax payroll deductions. The City currently offers the pre-tax Ohio
Deferred Compensation through payroll deduction, which has been in place for many years. About 120 employees are
currently enrolled.

While this benefit is not in their new 2026-2028 contract, the City agreed to initiate this Roth 457 Option during the first
quarter of 2026 (see attached negotiation outline, bottom of last page).

There is no cost to the City, as the payroli deductible contributions are 100% employee money.
To offer this to employees, the Mayor will need to sign the attached Employer Adoption Agreement. It has been reviewed

by the Law Director, who has asked that Council approve this employee benefit, and authorize the Mayor to sign the
Adoption Agreement.

The
employer can obtain these invoices from the Ohio Business Gateway website. The
employer will note any changes on the invoices before reporting these amounts.

B. A computer file. The use of computer files is recommended for all employers who will
have more than 100 participants in the Plan. Pre-tax deferrals and Roth contributions must
be in separate files. This confidential data must be transmitted using the secure express
upload feature of the Ohio Business Gateway at business.ohio.gov.

C. An acceptable employer generated listing. The employer may generate their own listing
which will identify the name, last four digits of the employee’s social security number, and
dollar amount of the individual deferrais/contributions. The format must be (by pay
frequency) in ascending alphabetical or social security number order with totals for each
frequency. Pre-tax deferrals and Roth contributions must be reported separately. The list
must contain employer name, employer number, and pay date. Do not list reductions by
department or full social security numbers.

Changes

Ohio DC will create a Payroll Change Report(s) showing all employees who are newly enrolled
or changing the amount of their deferrals/contributions. This report will be available to the
employer generally 14 days before the effective pay date on the Ohio Deferred Compensation
secure section of the Ohio Business Gateway website, business.ohio.gov. Separate Payroll
Change Reports will be produced for pre-tax deferrals and Roth contributions.

Terminating Employees
For any participants who have terminated employment, the employer will note on each invoice,

file, or listing, the date of termination, last four digits of the social security number, and name of
the employee(s).

Remittance

For each pay date, at the earliest feasible date, the employer will forward payment for the total
amount of deferrals/contributions with supporting documentation. The employer is responsible
for the correct and timely remittance of defemals/contributions. The employer may use one of
the following methods for remittance:

ACH debit: Use the Ohio Business Gateway at business.ohio.gov. (preferred method)
ACH credit: Ohio DC will provide banking information to Employers using this method.

The payment amount must be exactly equal to the total amount of deferrals/contributions
on the detailed report. Please contact Ohio DC to obtain our debit blocker ID if submitting
payment via the Ohio Business Gateway.

Refunds .

If deferrals/contributions are erroneously made on behalf of a participant and the money must
be retumed to that participant, the employer may not use amounts to be refunded to the
participant as an offset or credit against the gross amount of deferrals/contributions for the next
pay period. The employer must notify Ohio DC in writing of such errors and the Board will retum
the money to the employer. For pre-tax defemrals the employer must then refund the money to
the employee after withholding all appropriate taxes, efc., since the refund will not have been
previously included as taxable income to that employee.

Annual Limits

Consistent with IRS regulations, the employer is responsible for ensuring that any combination
of the participant's annual pre-tax deferrals and Roth contributions do not exceed the lesser of
(i) the limits allowed by the Intemal Revenue Code or (i) 100% of includible compensation.
Participants Age 50+, Age 60-63, or in their three years prior to Normal Retirement Age may be
eligible for higher annual limits. Ohio DC will annually provide notice to the employer regarding
such limits. Ohio DC will be careful to enroll the participant for deferral/contributions amounts
that will not exceed the IRS's maximum limits. If events occur (requested changes to
deferral/contribution amounts are not made timely, a year with 27 bi-weekly pay periods, etc.)
whereby those limits could be exceeded, Ohio DC will work with the participant and employer to
adjust deferral/contribution amounts accordingly.

Form W-2

The employer will be responsible for issuing a correct Form W-2 at year-end, which will identify
the gross amount of wages subject to federal and state taxes and the gross amount of wages
subject to local taxes. The employer will list on the participant's Form W-2 the amount of pre-tax
deferrals or Roth contributions for the year, as required by the IRS.

Program Withdrawals

Ohio DC will be responsible for overseeing the disbursement of all withdrawals from Ohio DC to
the participant or beneficiary(ies) and to discharge on behalf of the employer all reporting and
withholding responsibilities required by Federal and State Regulatory Authorities.

Confidentiality
The employer shall maintain the confidentiality of individual participants and related account
information.

it is Ohio DC's policy to limit the display of social security numbers. Billing and change reports
will only display the last four digits of each participant's social security number. If the employer
generates their own listing, the employer will be responsible for this confidential information
while i transit. It is important that the display of social security numbers i limited to the last four
digits.

Other Deferred Compensation Plans

If the employer offers deferred compensation programs n addition to Ohio DC as permitted
under Sections 148.06 and 148.061 of the Ohio Revised Code, then the employer is responsible
for assuring that participants do not exceed the maximum annual limits under IRC Section
457(b).

SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND:

Respectfully request Council to authorize the Mayor to sign the renewal agreement and
supplemental applications with Selective, Allianz Global, and Travelers Insurance Companies for
General Liability Coverage for the City of Medina. These insurance companies were
recommended by our insurance broker, Wichert Insurance. The total annual premium increased
14% overall, driven by increases in Property, General Liability, and Umbrella Liability. The Property
rate for the city is just over 6 cents per $100 of value, which our broker noted as an excellent rate
in the current market. Policies will be effective from 4/1/26 through 4/1/27 and the premium of
$289,764.80 will be invoiced by Wichert Insurance.

Respectfully request this be presented to Finance on March 9, 2026 and passed with the
emergency clause. We will then present to Council on March 23, 2026 and need the emergency
clause to make the effective date of 4/1/2025.
